« Broken or worn stitches in the load bearing splices.

« Knots in any part of the sling webbing.
 Acid or alkali burns

« Melting, charring or weld spatter on any part of the web sling.

» Excessive abrasive wear or crushed webbing.
« Signs of Ultraviolet (UV) light degradation.

« Distortion, excessive pitting, corrosion or other damage to fitting(s).

« If provided, exposed red core yarn. However, if damage is present and

red yarns are not exposed DO NOT USE the sling.
